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	 When Heidi Townsend, 
owner of Creative Interiors & 
Design, was invited to stage 
Manor Custom Homes’ con-
tribution to the 2011 Parade of 
Homes, she didn’t hesitate to 
agree to the task.
	 The end result, The Bor-
deaux, presents Old World 
character and luxury with care-
fully-crafted details throughout 
the 3,410 square-foot home.
	 Situated at the end of the 
Parade of Homes cul-de-sac, a 
greenbelt borders the southern 
boundary of the lot. From the 
outside, elements of wood and 

metal are blended with a natural 
color palette. Inside, however, the 
European-inspired craftsmanship 
echoes throughout the home.
	 “We wanted to create some-
thing affordable, reasonable,” 
said Townsend. “In previous 
Parades, a lot of the homes have 
been over the top. We wanted a 
design that didn’t seem out of 
people’s reach.”
	 A stone wall in the foyer was 
handcrafted and even includes 
custom-blended grout to match 
other interior elements. An im-
pressive pair of exterior lan-
terns were brought inside, and 
frame a niche in the wall that 
Townsend said people can use 

as a place to take off their shoes 
or as a place of respite.
	 Gently-curved arches repeat 
through the hall into the main 
living area, which features a 
vaulted barrel ceiling that has 
been given a faux treatment. 
Rich, dark wood was used to 
create the entertainment center, 
shelving and mantle, but are 
offset by natural light from the 
floor-to-ceiling windows and 
custom cabinets in the kitchen.
	 “I’ve always been a fan of 
the green, grey, blue, which is 
very French,” said Townsend, 
that adding the kitchen cabinets 
which were washed in the color 
have been distressed, glazed 

and accented with a gold-leaf 
patina.
	 A 12-foot-long island with 
granite surface separates the liv-
ing area and kitchen. The use 
of gold, silver, pewter, soft blue 
and grey allow homeowners to 
chose from a wide color palette.
	 “Everything is from our 
store,” said Townsend. “We 
used a lot of accessories such 
as hand-knotted 100 percent 
wool rugs and drapes to soften 
the hard lines created by all of 
the surfaces and hardwood.”
	 Those fabrics incorporate the 
use of a decorative medallion, 
which is also repeated through-
out the home. A few medallions 
can be found painted under the 
narrow archways that separate 
rooms. A few medallions were 
given additional details – spar-
kling rhinestone accents.
	 “We used a lot of jewels 
throughout the home,” she said. 
“You’ll see a lot of them.”
	 The Bordeaux includes three 
bedrooms, but the master suite is a 
true retreat, with plush carpeting, 
and rich accents, such as a chan-
delier and his-and-hers closets. 
The Bed of Ribbon is a custom 
design from Drexel Heritage fur-
niture. Coloration can be matched 

to the owner’s preference.
	 Arches are repeated in the 
master bath, with an alcove 
spa framed with vanilla dis-
tressed wood panels washed 
in a glaze. The bathroom also 
features travertine accents and 
the shower was designed from 
a mixture of stone and glass.
	 “We decided not to do a full-
glass shower because it’s just 
so much work to keep clean,” 
said Townsend.
	 Upstairs a bonus room is sit-

uated above the garage, which 
can serve as a media room, an 
additional bedroom or a family 
gathering place.
	 Townsend said everything 
in the home is for sale. Those 
who want to visit her show-
room after the Parade can visit 
Creative Interiors & Design at 
11815 NE 113th St., Suite 100, 
Vancouver, across from Prairie 
High School The showroom is 
open Mon.-Sat. 10 a.m.-6 p.m.,
